2. Now research the techniques and possibilities of assemblage and collage.  Look for general references and then find other artists such as Richard Borg, Robert Rauschenberg and any others that use these processes. 
3. Read the project guidelines listed below.  Begin brainstorming possible themes that you could explore with your piece.  Sketch out ideas and make a list of some of the objects you might need.  Search the room for basic materials that you will need.

4.    Project
· Create a sculpture using a box.  The box may be any size (wood is preferable).

· The sculptural box should focus a specific theme (i.e. Love, chaos, ambiguity, etc)
· Draw, paint, sculpt, collage, use found objects and any other resources to illustrate the theme you are working with for the piece.
· The work must contain at least five parts using collage, assemblage or both techniques.
· Approximately 50% of the work should be created by hand while the rest may be found objects.
· There should be at least one page in your sketchbook that refers directly to the project through vocabulary and sketches. 
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
